Principals Report  

Dear Parents, Carers 

Wow! What a busy week at LPS last week with a variety of 

activities taking place throughout the school. Also taking place 

were auditions for our Stage 2 Dance group and School choir.  

In Infants our Kindergarten students completed Best Start and 

were officially placed into their individual classes. Some of our 

Stage 2 and 3 students also moved to their new class late 

Friday afternoon. 

 

 

Classes 

As I hoped this week we have been able to officially form 15 

classes with an additional class being made in Stage 3. This 

has meant that some students across Stage 2 and 3 have  

moved into a new class which took place on Friday afternoon.  

I thank everyone for their patience in this matter. Class 

numbers  are determined by a Departmental formula and 

unfortunately it depends upon student numbers across the 

entire school. This sometimes results in larger classes in a 

particular stage or year groups which are hard to break into 

smaller sizes. 

WALK AND WAIT SAFETY 

The safety and welfare of students at Leeton Public School is 

our top priority. I am concerned about the safety of the 

students picked up in Mallee Street especially at Walk and 

Wait section in the K-2 area of the school. 

 Please note the following: 

  All parents are asked to wait at the Walk and Wait gate 

for students. 

•  All students who go to Walk and Wait should go with the 

teacher on duty. They then walk to the gate where the teacher 

waits with them until their parent / carer comes to the gate to 

collect them. Teachers know which students should be in this 

group. These students should not be collected from inside 

the school by their parents / carers.  There is no need for 

this as the students are walked under teacher supervision to 

the gate. Teachers know which students should be at the Walk 

and Wait gate with them and this can become quite concerning 

if a child they expect to be present is not there because they 

have been collected from inside the school grounds. 

• Under no circumstances should students and / or students 

be entering / leaving the school through the staff car park.  

• Under no circumstances should parents / carers be calling 

their child/ren across the road or to a car stopped on the road. 

I personally have witnessed some close calls where parents 

have done this only to see a child almost hit by an oncoming 

vehicle.  

 Parents / carers should meet their child at the gate where 

they can collect  them and then walk home together or to their 

vehicle. 

HEAT  

This week the weather is set to warm up once again.  During  

hot weather we are enforcing the no hat, no play policy and 
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encouraging all students, especially the younger ones to drink 

water. All teaching spaces are air-conditioned and students will 

be encouraged to play under the COLA' and in the air 

conditioned halls during breaks when it is extremely hot.  

Whilst our learning spaces are air-conditioned in such periods 

of prolonged extreme heat the spaces do become hotter, 

especially in the older Primary buildings. If rooms become too 

hot students will have time in a cooler area of the school. 

Please be aware that all staff use the air conditioners in 

the classroom and that these have just recently been 

serviced.. 

Please ensure that your child brings in a water bottle which 

they can refill regularly at the bubblers. 

LAST WEEK AT LPS 

KINDERGARTEN – BEST START 

Last week most Kindergarten students completed the Best 

Start Assessment. The Best Start Kindergarten Assessment is 

designed to identify each student’s literacy and numeracy skills 

and understanding at the beginning of Kindergarten. After 

undertaking the assessment regime parents are issued with a 

report indicating areas their child may need assistance in and 

ways in which they can further develop their child's skills. The 

Best Start initiative is an ongoing commitment in all 

Government schools. It is intended to ensure that all students 

are on track in their literacy and numeracy learning by Year 3.
