School Contributions

contribution to the school. Schools receive a limited amount of
government funds to operate. Out of the limited funds we
receive we must pay for our utilities and relief teachers, minor
as well as day to day expenses such as books, pencils , paper,
tissues etc. This is before we purchase resources such as
readers, library books, sports equipment, Maths equipment
and photocopiers.

The contributions for 2016 have been set at $40 for the first
child, $40 for the second child and $15 per child thereafter.

Merit Awards

Each year students can accumulate various merit awards.
When a student has 7 smaller awards they are able to trade
these for a Diamond Award.

Complaints

A reminder to all that if at any time you find that you have a
concern about anything to do with the school, you are
encouraged to come to the school and tell someone so that
your concern can be resolved.

. help reach an agreed solution

On occasion, concerns may cause frustration and anxiety. At
such times it is always important to organise a time to talk with
school staff in an unhurried and confidential atmosphere.

NB: No parent should directly approach another person’s
child. The school will deal with issues between students
as part of the school’s Discipline and Welfare policy.
